I also own a small business with my husband
which has struggled incredibly through COVID which has caused much stress to
our family.

I would like to take this chance to tell you that I do not support and I DO NOT
want an extension to the emergency bill until the 31st of October 222.

I believe that Qld should be dropping all mandates also the whole of
Australia. The COVID CRISIS IS OVER. We need to return to normal life. Many
countries have dropped all mandates.
