QUESTION:

Will he provide details of events in the Woodridge Electorate being funded by State
Government as part of Domestic and Family Violence Prevention Month?

ANSWER:

The theme for Domestic and Family Violence Prevention Month (May 2004) conveys
the message that people in the community have a right to live free from fear for their
safety. It reinforces that relationships should be free of violence and abuse. The
theme, 'There is no excuse for abuse', was developed in consultation with the
Queensland Domestic and Family Violence Council. The theme aims to reflect the
community’s view that domestic and family violence should not be tolerated.

The Domestic and Family Violence Protection Act 1989 affords legal protection to
people in a range of relationships and the theme reflects this intention by
encouraging broader sections of the community to organise and participate in
Domestic and Family Violence Protection Month activities.

Youth and Family Service (Logan City) Inc was funded a total of $2,532 towards:

assisting the Logan River Valley Integrated Community Response to Domestic
Violence link with the Youth Support Coordinators across the primary schools in
the Logan, Beaudesert and Eagleby regions to run a competition to promote
Domestic Violence month. It is proposed that the artwork will be displayed in
public places across the region.
