MR LANGBROEK asked the Minister for Public Works, Housing and Racing (MR
SCHWARTEN) —

QUESTION:
With reference to the Brisbane Housing Company-

(1) the total number of dwellings operated by the company?

(2) the total number of those dwellings that have been either transferred or gifted to
the company that were previously classified as public housing stock?

(3) the total number of those dwellings that have been either transferred or gifted to
the company from other sources (public or private)?

(4) the total number of dwellings that have been constructed by the company
independent of public funds or equity injections?

(5) the total number of land blocks that have been transferred to the company from
either public or private sources (reported separately by source agency or private
company?

ANSWER:

(1) The total number of dwellings currently operated by the Brisbane Housing
Company is 120. The unit developments are in Bowen Hills, Spring Hill, West End,
Yeerongpilly and New Farm.

(2) No dwellings classified as public housing stock have been transferred or gifted to
the Brisbane Housing Company.

(3) There have been 70 dwellings constructed by the department and transferred to
the Company, funded through the state government’s $50 million contribution to the
Brisbane Housing Company. A further 19 dwellings have been purchased from
private sources. The Brisbane Housing Company has also constructed 31 dwellings.

(4) I am advised the Brisbane Housing Company pools all funding and is unable to
provide reliable data differentiating between funding sources towards the
construction of specific dwellings.

(5) The state government has transferred six vacant land blocks to the Brisbane
Housing Company as part of the state’s funding contribution. I'm advised that to date
no vacant land has been transferred to the Brisbane Housing Company from the
Brisbane City Council or private sector.
