The Safehome is a fully interactive fire and safety demonstration house, safe
home is a fun way to learn about hazards in the home and fire safety and
prevention. Safehome uses practical demonstrations to show what happens
during a fire, common causes of fire, and what people can do to protect their
homes.

The Safehome Fire and Safety Education Centre has received extensive
bookings from community and school groups since it’s official opening on

28 August 2002. In the first year of operation, the facility saw 250 school and
community groups visit the facility educating some 13,500 student and adults
in safer lifestyle practices including fire safety. This figure includes 9,500 year
seven students from South-East Queensland schools.

The booking numbers have remained constant and the centre has 22 groups
booked to visit in the immediate future. The facility will continue to provide
quality fire safety education, not only to school children, but to a wide range of
community organisations of South-East Queensland.
