
Question on Notice No. 183, Thursday, 22 April 2004   
Mr HOPPER asked the Minister for Emergency Services (Mr Cummins) – 
With reference to accidents requiring an ambulance- 

(1) Do fire and rescue also attend? 
(2) Who pays for this? 

Mr CUMMINS:  
(1) The Queensland Fire and Rescue Service (QFRS) does not routinely 

attend accidents requiring an ambulance. 
 

QFRS will attend motor vehicle accidents requiring an ambulance unless 
further information is subsequently received that indicates the QFRS is not 
required.  
 
The QFRS may be required for a variety of reasons such as freeing 
entrapped persons, and abating pollution events such as oil spills. 
 

(2) Under the Fire and Rescue Service Act 1990 the QFRS may prescribe 
charges for ‘services’.  The Act enables the QFRS to recover costs from a 
broad range of persons when attending to a fire or providing rescue 
services.
