Tenders for construction of the Linkfield Connection Road were called in the first week of
May.

The Department of Main Roads expects that a contract for construction will be awarded
around September 2004, with completion of works expected in early 2006.

The expected final cost of this project is estimated at just under $30m.

The project contains a major bridge over the South Pine River; 1.8km of new two-lane
road from South Pine Road to Carseldine Road; 0.6km of new four-lane road from
Carseldine Road to Gympie Road; and a bikeway.

Brisbane City Council are contributing $300,870 and Pine Rivers Shire Council $57,590
towards the overall cost of this project.
