MISS ROBERTS asked the Minister for Health (MR NUTTALL)-

QUESTION:

With reference to the lobbying by women across the State—

Will he be increasing the funding for Queensland women’s health centres by 20 per cent?
ANSWER:

Funding is provided to women’s health centres in Queensland through the National Women's
Health Program budget which is subject to the Australian Government Public Health
Outcomes Funding Agreement with Queensland Health. The current agreement ceases on 30
June 2004 and is currently being renegotiated.

Women'’s health centres were advised in February 2004 that Queensland Health would enter
into a new service agreement with them for a three year period to June 2007 following
finalisation of the Public Health Outcomes Funding Agreement. They were also advised that
Queensland Health cannot consider any changes to funding levels until the outcomes of the
agreement are identified.
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
