Will he advise for 2006, 2007 and 2008 reported separately (a) the Day 8 enrolments for
each school, (b) the corresponding number of teachers at each school and (c) the number of
full time equivalent (FTE) teacher aides and FTE support staff (reported separately) at each
school?

ANSWER:

Staffing levels in state primary and secondary schools are determined on the basis of the
Day 8 enrolment collection, which fell this year on 7 February 2008.

5. Total Support Staff may include the allocation of Business Service Managers (formerly known as Registrars), Administrative Officers, Administrative Officers (AAEP), Scientific Operations Officers, School Officers
(Facilities and Grounds) and Agricultural Assistants (excludes Teacher Aides).
6. Support Staff allocations (excluding Agricultural Assistants) are based on February Effective or July Census enrolments.
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
