With reference to changes to student enrolment at Kenilworth State Community
College as a result of the mothballing of the secondary education component at the
school-

Will the department negotiate travel concessions with the Department of Transport
for students affected by the decision who wish to travel by bus to Maleny High School
or Noosa District High School?

ANSWER:

All students affected by the decision to no longer offer secondary education at
Kenilworth State Community College are eligible for fully funded bus travel
assistance to enable them to travel to their nearest state high school. This assistance
is available under Queensland Transport’s School Transport Assistance Scheme.
