MR COPELAND asked the Minister for Education and Training and Minister for the 
Arts (Mr Welford) — 
 
QUESTION: 
 
Will he list all financial transactions involving unions or their agents made by all 
departments and agencies within his portfolio to date and for each of the past three 
years (identifying the value and purpose of each transaction and whether in each 
case full payment including interest has been provided or received)? 
 
ANSWER: 
 
Over the last three years the Department of Education, Training and the Arts (DETA) 
has provided the Australian Education Union with $99 for a subscription to ‘The 
Australian TAFE Teacher’ magazine.  The Liquor, Hospitality and Miscellaneous 
Union were provided with $21,000 over 2006 and 2007 to sponsor a professional 
development conference.   
 
In 2005, the Royal Melbourne Institute of Technology Union was funded $10,072.70 
for a project supporting innovative and experimental new media practitioners from 
Queensland.  The Queensland Teachers Union (QTU) was paid $5361 in sitting fees 
for Steve Ryan and Kevina O’Neill as members of the Queensland Studies Authority 
(QSA) Governing Body.  DETA also provided a return airfare at a cost of $969 to 
Steve Ryan from the QTU so he could attend a QSA Governing Body Meeting in 
Mount Isa. 
 
Between 2005 and 2007, the Australian Manufacturing Workers Union has been 
provided $312,000 to cover employment and administrative costs for a Training 
Liaison Officer to promote and implement apprenticeships and traineeships across 
Queensland.  The Queensland Council of Unions and the Australian Workers’ Union 
have been provided $270,000 and $275 866 respectively to fund similar roles.

PROVIDED THE FOLLOWING SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION 
TO THE ANSWER TO QUESTION ON NOTICE NO. 308 OF 2008 
TABLED ON 11 APRIL 2008. 
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Payments made for Training Liaison Officers who coordinated and implemented 
apprenticeships and traineeships at the Australian Manufacturing Workers’ Union, 
Queensland Council of Unions and Australian Workers’ Union were not included in 
the whole of Government response provided by the Minister for Transport, Trade, 
Employment and Industrial Relations to Question on Notice No. 325 of 2008.  
 
The whole of Government response was finalised based on preliminary advice from 
my Department before a full survey of arrangements was completed. 
 
As these payments were for employment, I released those details separately as they 
highlight the significant investment of $857 866 in the economic development of 
industry in our state. 
 
Including these figures in the answer provided by the Minister for Transport, Trade, 
Employment and Industrial Relations to Question on Notice No. 325 of 2008 the total 
amount for trade unions across Government is approximately $2,407,874.
