Mr Cripps asked the Minister for Education and Training Minister for the Arts (Mr Welford)—  
 
With reference to the current review of the senior English syllabus being undertaken by the 
Queensland Studies Authority—  
 
(1) What specific report(s) or studies were used to justify the substantial re-drafting of 
assessment guidelines in respect of exit criteria in the senior English syllabus?  
 
(2) What professionally accepted and academically recognised theoretical framework was 
used to develop the draft 2008 senior English syllabus?  
 
 
ANSWER 
 
(1) The exit criteria of the English Senior Syllabus 2002 was specifically examined by both 
Professor Richard Fotheringham of the University of Queensland in his An investigation into 
the English Senior Syllabus (2002) and Professor David Conley of Oregon University 
(September 2005) in his external review of QSA syllabuses.  An investigation into the 
English Senior Syllabus (2002) also included scans of English syllabuses from state, 
national and international jurisdictions. 
 
(2) The ‘professionally accepted and academically recognised’ theoretical frameworks used 
in the development of the 2008 syllabus include skills approach, personal growth approach, 
cultural heritage approach and critical socio-cultural approach.
