QUESTION:

What progress has been made in regard to returning (to the Mareeba Hospital) the instrument
washing machine that is currently being used at the Cairns Base Hospital?

ANSWER:

A new washer has been installed and is fully operational at Cairns Base Hospital. The
remaining two washers need replacing.

Replacement machines are being shipped from overseas and are expected to be delivered
during the first week of June 2008.

The Mareeba Hospital washer will be returned once the two replacement machines are
installed at Cairns Base Hospital.

The situation at Mareeba Hospital is being monitored with instruments being washed at
Atherton Hospital until the instrument washer is returned.
