QUESTION:
Will the Minister for Education advise how Education Queensland is working to plan for
current and future enrolment growth at Brisbane Central State School in Spring Hill?

ANSWER:

My Department is in the process of providing Brisbane Central State School with a new prep
building at an approximate cost of $550,000. The two additional prep classrooms in the
building will augment the current classroom space which can accommodate 144 students.

The contemporary design of the building makes the most of the natural light and cooling the
site has to offer. IT connectivity in the building will enable technology to be an integral
feature of the curriculum.

This additional space will provide extra capacity to the school and meet the classroom
requirements at Brisbane Central State School now and for the foreseeable future.
