Year 12 results information is published annually by the Queensland Studies Authority and is 
available on its website at www.qsa.qld.edu.au. This information was also published in The 
Courier-Mail and in regional newspapers on 1 April 2008. 
 
These results provide a comprehensive report on the broad range of productive pathways 
and outcomes that young Queenslanders achieve through their schooling. Under agreement 
with all the Queensland schooling sectors, the report provides a breakdown of OP 
information for students in the range of OP 1 to 15 as a key indicator of tertiary entrance 
application success. It also captures the full range of learning options schools offer, including 
Vocational Education and Training (VET) qualifications.
