 Mr Lee asked the Minister for Education and Training and Minister for the Arts (Mr Welford)  
 
QUESTION:  Will he provide details of government support for the performing arts? 
 
ANSWER: 
 
Our state is fast becoming a vibrant arts and cultural destination and our Government is a 
major supporter of the performing arts. In fact, the Bligh Government in 2008 is investing 
more than $31 million in the dance, music and theatre sectors.  
 
This includes operational support for performing arts organisations available through the new 
small-to-medium funding program. This program was announced last year as part of our 
Government’s new vision for the arts in Queensland, as a viable and sustainable part of the 
creative industries landscape. Applications for the second round of this program close on 30 
June 2008.  
 
In addition to significant ongoing support for our major arts companies and small-to-medium 
organisations, the Bligh Government also supports performing artists and companies 
through the twice-yearly arts development and presentation grants program. This program 
focuses on career development opportunities for artists, growing arts audiences and 
strengthening the viability of the arts. Grants of up to $50,000 are available for individual 
performers, dancers and musicians, as well as bands, dance and theatre companies and 
performance troupes to present live shows, festivals or cultural events, to go on tour or make 
recordings and other performing arts activities. 
 
Applications for the second and final round for 2008 close on 31 August.
