MS MALE asked the Minister for Health (MR ROBERTSON)-
QUESTION:

Will he advise how planning for the Kawana Hospital is progressing, including timelines and
how this new hospital will benefit the people of the Sunshine Coast?

ANSWER:

Queensland Health is currently progressing the Project Definition Plan, with workshops
covering all areas in the new Hospital.

As you are aware, the Sunshine Coast Hospital is being investigated for its potential to be
delivered as a Public Private Partnership (PPP). The development of a business case in
accordance with the Queensland Government’s Value-for-Money Framework will investigate
a range of potential commercial opportunities presented by the new site, and will determine
which delivery model is most cost-effective and efficient.

Further direction on these and other elements of the project will be clarified when
Government makes a final decision on the business case and the preferred delivery method for
the project, whether via a PPP or Government delivery, in September 2008, with construction
expected to start 2010.

The new Sunshine Coast Hospital will provide tertiary level services not currently available
on the Sunshine Coast. This means many residents will no longer have to travel to Brisbane
to receive the specialised health care they need.

Combined with the current network of public health services on the Sunshine Coast, the new
Sunshine Coast Hospital will underpin the region’s capacity to meet the future health needs of
a growing and ageing community.
