QUESTION: 

 

How many families in the Morayfield Electorate have received cost of living 

assistance through the $150 vouchers for the Get Started Program under the 

Newman Government’s Get in the Game initiative? 

 

ANSWER: 

 

I thank the Member for the Question. 

 

Get Started is designed to help children and young people who can least afford, or 

would otherwise benefit from, joining a sport or recreation club by providing 

vouchers of up to $150 to help pay for membership and/or participation fees.  

 

As at 19 September 2013, approximately 244 families (376 children and young 

people) in the Morayfield electorate have benefited from a Round One or Round Two 

Get Started voucher.  Round Two of Get Started opened on 15 July 2013.  

Round Two vouchers are able to be presented to a Get Started registered club up 

until 15 November 2013.  Clubs that receive a voucher are able to redeem those 

vouchers until 30 November 2013.
