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MS C MCMILLAN ASKED MINISTER FOR POLICE AND MINISTER FOR CORRECTIVE 
SERVICES (HON M RYAN)— 
 
QUESTION: 
 
Will the Minister update the constituents of Mansfield on the list of resources allocated to 
the upper Mt Gravatt police station since 25 November 2017? 
 
ANSWER: 
 
I am advised by the Queensland Police Service (QPS) that the Upper Mount Gravatt 
Police Division has an approved strength of 67 officers. 
 
QPS has advised the Upper Mount Gravatt Police Station has an approved fleet of six 
vehicles, including five marked sedans and a marked van.  The fleet was upgraded from 
five to six this year following the reallocation of a marked sedan from within existing district 
resources.   
 
Further, QPS has advised that officers are equipped with 61 QLiTE devices, over half of 
which were allocated in 2018, and 36 Body Worn Cameras with 24 of these allocated on 
30 November 2017, and a further 12 during 2018. 
 
I note the Members strong advocacy regarding this matter and thank the Member for 
raising this matter with me.
