While there have been minor changes to the frequency levels and days of operation on the
long-distance coach network, | can confirm that boarding school students were able to travel
home for the Easter holidays and return to schools for the commencement of Term Two on
scheduled services. An alternative bus service was offered on Friday 1 April 2022 by the
Whitsunday Anglican School for its students servicing Moranbah, Clermont, Eton, and Nebo.

Six subsidised and contracted scheduled services were available for students to return to schools
in time for the start of Term Two on 19 April 2022.
