Mayor Amy Eden’s proposal is a matter for Cairns Regional Council. The Crisafulli 

Government is always open to hearing proposals from local governments. That is why we 

recently signed the Equal Partners in Government Agreement to formalise an equal and 

respectful relationship between the Crisafulli Government and local councils across the 

state.
